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‘This etude trains the practice of continuous trills alternating on different strings. This requires two distinct movements in the left hand: 1) The vertical lift-and-

drop movement in the left hand fingers that constitute the trill itself, which should be precise in the dropping and light in the lifting of the fingers, observing the

height of the even (practiced in 16-note-sextuplets to a quarter note metronome beat) 2) The pivoting of the left elbow (a left-right movement, depending on the

string to be played) to effect the changing of the strings without interrupting the trilling motion of the fingers. The bow speed should be consistent to effect clear
trills (insufficient bow speed to bow pressure ratio can disrupt the clarity of the trills as well).
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
