[image: image1.png]See my remarks on No.24 pertaining to the left hand aspects of practicing octaves. For octaves that are to be played separately in

this bowing, it helps to first play them as double-stops to determine the ideal and closest distance between the two strings: Then
anchor the height of your right elbow according to the string with the lower voice (e.g. if you play the D and A strings, your

elbow should be at the height of the D string when playing double stops - not the D string when playing the string alone). If your

elbow is anchored incorrectly, you risk irregular string changes and bumpy angles that would interfere with your technique and
detract concentration from the left hand octaves. The bowing should become mechanical in that once you have the movement

38 down, you no longer need to consciously think about it: It is more of a “figure eight” movement (as you go from the lower to the

higher voice on a down bow with only a slight curve, then at the end of the previous bow you use your right wrist and fingers to

prepare for the string change with the up bow) than an angular one.
